New York — November 24 —The full saleroom at the Modern and Contemporary Editions sale yesterday at
Phillips de Pury & Company galleries in New York was filled with bidders, many new to Phillips' auction
rooms. The sale yielded very strong results for the department's second sale.

The sale, a culmination of the Editions department's presentation of the special edition catalogue, Collect
This Catalogue!, which featured four exclusively made pieces of art and an exceptional installation of the sale
in the Phillips galleries, saw a robust turnout by those seeking to take a piece of the experience home.

The sale sold 68% by lot with 218 works offered and 63% by value with a total sale value of $1,561,125.

Bidders were largely private collectors and there was a strong demand for the affordable lots in the sale.
Many rediscovered artists at the right prices drove bids to prices well above the high estimates.
